English Language Day is celebrated on 23 April because it is
thought to be Shakespeare's birthday, and the anniversary of
his death. As well as being the English language’s most
famous playwright, Shakespeare also had a huge impact on
modern-day English. At the time he was writing, in the 16th
and 17th centuries, the English language was going through a
lot of changes and Shakespeare's creativity with language
meant he contributed hundreds of new words and phrases
that are still used today.

The spread of English all over the world has an ugly history
but a rich and vibrant present. During the European colonial
perioed, several European countries, including England,
competed to expand their empires. They stole land, labour
and resources from people across Africa, Asia, the Americas
and Oceania. By the time former British colonies began to
gain independence in the mid-20th century, English had
become established in their institutions. Many brilliant
writers from diverse places across Africa, the Caribbean and
Asia had started writing in English, telling their stories of
oppression. People from all over the world were using English
to talk and write about justice, equality, freedom and identity
from their own perspectives. The different varieties of English
created through this history of migration and colonisation are
known as World Englishes.

More than 1.75 billion people speak English worldwide.
English is being used more and more as a ‘lingua franca’.
Today for many people, the need to communicate is much
more important than the need to sound like a native speaker.
As a result, language use is starting to change. For example,
speakers might not use 'a’ or 'the’ in front of nouns, or they
might make uncountable nouns plural and say 'informations’,
