Alongside mitigating their
carbon footprints through reducing emissions, there are basically three ways that states and cities are taking action. First, they are fielding hard
engineering projects like sea walls, surge barriers, water pumps and overflow chambers to keep water out. Second, they are adopting
environmental approaches involving land recovery and the restoration of mangroves and wetlands to help cities cope with floodwater inundation.
The third strategy involves people-oriented measures including urban design, building resilience and retreating after all other options have been
exhausted.

The good news is that coastal cities are not starting from scratch — most of them have deep stores of knowledge and expertise. For centuries, cities

bordering oceans and waterways have had to contend with local sea-level fluctuations and periodic storms. Many coastal cities have experimented
with a combination of all three types of measures for hundreds of years. But past successes do not necessarily guarantee future safety. Today’s
cities are different from their predecessors. Many of them are of an unprecedented size and complexity. Complicating matters, sea levels are rising
more rapidly than in the past, in some cases overwhelming local capacities to respond.
